For 64 years the Word of Christ has been proclaimed at College
Hill Lutheran Church. Pastor Edgar Brammer was called to be the
first pastor. He retired after 40 years in the ministry and 38 years at
College Hill. Successive pastors included Pastor Randolph McHone,
Pastor Steven Eggers and for the past ten years, Pastor Tom Ogilvie.
Through these years it has been our Lord who has blessed the minis-
try. The Lord of the Church has now called Pastor Ogilvie to be the
associate pastor at Shepherd of the Valley Lutheran Church in West
Des Moines.

Once again College Hill is in the position of looking to the Lord for
His leading in calling a new pastor. As part of the process, Pastor
Dean Rothchild, assistant to the president of lowa District East of
the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod, will meet with us (all congre-
gation members and students) for an hour and a half on Sunday,
January 21st following the worship service for a self-evaluation study.

The Strategic Planning Committee has been meeting over the past
year to determine the core values of the ministry here at College Hill
and have just developed a new mission statement to be considered at
the Voters’ meeting in January. This will serve us well in the overall
process of looking at the needs of the congregation and the particular
strengths of the pastor to be called.

Our Iowa District East President, the Rev. Dr. Gary Arp, will be
with us following the evaluation study to share with us the proce-
dures in calling a pastor.

In St. Paul’s letter to the Colossians, he encouraged the Chris-
tians there to be faithful in using God’s Word. The worship life of the
congregation is expressed in the words above: “singing psalms and
hymns and spiritual songs, with thankfulness in our hearts to God.”
We do well to be faithful also in our day in letting God serve us
through His Word as we gather together to sing psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs with thankfulness in our hearts to God.

Central to the ministry at College Hill is the proclamation by
Word and Sacrament of the Good News that Jesus Christ died and

rose again for our salvation. It is this message that binds the wor-
ship life of the students and the congregation together.

May the Lord richly bless us as we progress through the weeks
that lie ahead.
